It has been detected that the total number of people who consider themselves as more or less informed about the
state measures on rehabilitation and revival of the territories affected after the Chernobyl accident comes to 67.3%. The
most informed respondents are people with higher education and married. Women are more informed than men; respon-
dents at the age from 30 till 49 are also more informed.
