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Summary: we can make following conclusions. First, spinal anesthesia with low 
doses of bupivacaine promotes comfortable labor without providing negative impact on 
woman and fetus and don’t increase risk of complications. Second, use of obstetric sleep 
may cause the weakening of labor and fetal depression. 
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Resume: In this review analysis of different countries current guidelines for rickets prevention 
and treatment with vitamin D preparations has been done and clinical using of vitamin D preparations 
for rickets prevention and treatment among children in Republic of Belarus has been evaluated. 
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
