Morphological criteria of uterus cervix dysplasia  
and squamous cell carcinoma course prognosis 
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carcinoma, herpes simplex virus, cervicitis, Ki-67, bcl-2, p53. 
Object of investigation: women with cervical intraepithelial neoplasia and 

cervical squamous cell carcinoma. 
Aim of investigation: to define morphological criteria of uterus cervix 

dysplasia and squamous cell carcinoma course prognosis.  
Methods of investigation: indirect immunoperoxidase reaction method, 

microscopic method, methods of morphometric evaluation of 
immunohistochemical reaction results by means of computer programs WCIF 
ImageJ and Aperio Image Scope, molecular-genetic methods (PCR), standard 
methods of variation statistics (computer program «Statistica 8.0»). 

Received results: it is made the estimation of pathomorphological changes 
in the mucous membrane of the uterus cervix at women of reproductive age with 
cervical intraepithelial neoplasia, infected by human papillomavirus. The 
prognostic value of inflammatory infiltration at uterus cervix dysplasia is 
determinated. The favorable and unfavorable prognostic markers of a precancer 
condition and tumoral growth in uterus cervix are defined. On the basis of the 
determinated prognosis criteria, the groups of patients with a high and low risk of 
a cervical dysplasia progression, and also groups with the favorable and 
unfavorable prognosis for cervical squamous cell carcinoma are defined. The 
differentiation schemes of diagnostics and therapy are developed for the defined 
groups. 

Use of results: the application instruction of Republic of Belarus Ministry of 
Public Health: «Algorithms of inspection of women with cervical intraepithelial 
neoplasia (CIN), an infection of genital tracts, and definition of CIN progression 
risk». 

Field of application: public health services which are carrying out 
pathomorphological examinations of uterus cervix, medico-preventive institutions 
with gynecological and oncogynecological profile, education process. 
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
