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Different forms of body modification, including piercings, have been performed in almost
every society throughout history, starting from 5000 years ago. Body modification helped distin-
guish and identify communities which separated individuals into groups in a religious and tradition-
al aspect. Body piercing signified bravery and masculinity, therefore soldiers frequently pierced
themselves to display their virility. However, the significance of piercings changed drastically after
the 1980s, specifically by the young adults who pierce themselves in order to create an expression
of individuality.
