PANCREATOCHOLEDOCHOSTOMY

AND CHOLEDOCHOJEJUNOSTOMY

AS RECONSTRUCTION VARIANTS AT BILIARY TRACT
OBSTRUCTION AGAINST THE CHRONIC PANCREATITIS

The purpose of our research was to estimate efficiency of pancreatocholedochostomy (PCA)
and choledochojejunostomy (CJA) at the performance of a local not anatomic resection of the head
of the pancreas with preservation of a duodenal gut (DPRPH), at the patients, suffering from chronic
pancreatitis (CP) with common bile duct stricture (CBDS). It was performed prospective research
by several criteria without randomization. We have analyzed results of the surgical treatment 25 CJA
and 18 PCA at the patients suffering from CP with CBDS on the basis of the surgical hepatology
department in Minsk from 1 January, 2009 till 31 December 2014. The choice of the reconstruction
during performance of DPRPH is defined by character of morphological changes in the pancreas
head and degree portocaval venous anastomosis in the hepatopancreatoduodenal region. Under equal
conditions for long-term results the preference should be given to DPRPH with CJA as the operated

patients was better.
