Clinical aspects of supracondylar process — rare anomaly of humerus

Individual cases of anatomy and morphometry of a rare anomaly of humerus — 
supracondylar process, processus supracondylaris, are presented in the literature.  
Supracondylar process is found in 0.7–2 % of people on the anterior-medial surface of 
the lower third of humerus in the form of a sharpened hook, the tip of which is directed 
inwards and downwards. 

Under certain conditions supracondylar process can cause compression of  
the median nerve with clinical manifestations of “tunnel syndrome” in the course of 
this nerve and in the area of its innervation with the infringement of the functions of 
the corresponding muscles and joints. Diagnostics is X-ray or CT examination, treat-
ment is surgical removal of the process.
