ANALYSIS OF THE ATTITUDE OF DOCTORS
IN THE REPUBLIC OF BELARUSTO PHYSICAL EDUCATION
AS A MEANS OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING

Based on the survey of doctors on their attitude to physical education, the availability
of knowledge and skills in the prevention of diseases by means of physical culture, optimal
motor activity of patients, it is concluded that half of the doctors pay little attention
to physical education and have insufficient knowledge of disease prevention by means
of physical culture culture. However, the overwhelming majority of doctors point out
that it is necessary to carry out work on the prevention of diseases by means of physical
culture with patients, but subject to the availability of visual materials and time. More
than 60 % of doctors would like to improve their knowledge in this area. Most doctors
believe that it is necessary to form knowledge and skills on optimal motor activity of patients
during training in institutions of higher medical education, as well as the organization
of advanced training courses for doctors on this topic.
