INTRODUCTION

The investigation of the criminal case on the
genocide of the Belarusian people during the
Great Patriotic War and the post-war period ini-
tiated by the General Prosecutor's Office of the
Republic of Belarus has been taking a little over
two years.

Belarus lost at least 3 million people in the
murderous war in the history of humanity and
became one of the most suffered Soviet Union re-
publics. The Nazis turned our entire country into
a conveyor belt of death. In the course of the in-
vestigation of the criminal case on the genocide
of the Belarusian people during the Great Patri-
otic War and the post-war period, we found out
more than 11.7 thousand villages and settlements
completely or partially destroyed, as well as those
that suffered from property damage as a result of
criminal actions of the Nazi invaders. The Nazis
set up more than 560 death camps in the Belaru-
sian territory for the purpose of mass extermina-
tion of our people'.

The interagency working group, founded by or-
der of the Prime Minister of the Republic of Belarus
on the initiative of the General Prosecutor's Office
of the Republic of Belarus, estimated the loss caused
by Nazi crimes during the Great Patriotic War on
the basis of the data on the loss of the national rev-
enue of the Belarusian Soviet Socialist Republic.
Its amount is considerably higher than that report-
ed in the post-war period: 43,529.30 tons of gold,
which as of 01.10.2022 is equivalent to over 2.3 tril-
lion US dollars or over 2.08 trillion British pounds.
The above amount is not final and does not include
complete data on the damage caused by the cultural
property removal.

The investigation group of the General Prosecu-
tor's Office of the Republic of Belarus is identifying
more new facts of crimes committed by the Nazi
occupants, when they committed inhuman atroc-
ities. Moreover, the punishers' cruelty is not occa-
sional acts of genocide against the population of

! Hereinafter, the definitions "death camp” and "places of
mass detention and extermination of people” mean the places
of forced detention of people - places (points, territories)
where the Nazis took people against their will for a definite or
indefinite period of time, subjecting them to moral and physical
suffering and hard physical labor.
