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INTRODUCTION

This educational and methodical-manual is intended for students who are
learning Russian as a foreign language at the initial etape. The purpose of the
publication is to give students a system of basic knowledge about the functioning
of the types of the types of the Russian verb and to develop the ability to apply
them in speech within the limits of typical speech situations.

The educational and methodical-manual consists of the following parts:

1) the use of imperfect verbs;

2) the use of perfect verbs;

3) the use of the infinitive;

4) the use of the imperative mood;

5) the use of imperfect and perfect verbs in compound sentences with
subordinate clauses of time.

At the beginning of each part, a rule is presented that can be used to explain
the theoretical material, followed by a set of exercises on this rule. The educational
and methodical-manual presents such types of exercises as language (aimed
at developing grammatical and lexical skills), reproductive (aimed at creating
statements using the introduced material), situational (aimed at composing
a dialogue or phrase for a certain situation), communicative (aimed at forming
skills in the field of dialogic and monological speech), complex (exercises with a
grammatical orientation based on the text).

The publication also contains proverbs, sayings, entertaining and humorous
stories that will help students consolidate the use of imperfect and perfect verbs, as
well as expand the cultural competence of foreign students.

Dialogues and texts selected for the formation of the skill of using perfect and
imperfect verbs embrace the main areas of communication of students: educational,
socio-cultural, official and business, and are tied to certain communicative
situations.

The appendix to the educational and methodical-manual contains a table
verbs of imperfect and perfect forms that were used in the exercises.



IMPERFECT AND PERFECT VERBS

In Russian, the most of verbs compose pairs in which the both verbs have the
same lexical meaning, but differ appearance: one verb is an imperfect verb (NSV),
and the other is a perfect verb (SV).

For example: denamv (NSV) — coenams (SV), nucamo (NSV) — nanucameo
(SV), pewams (NSV) — pewums (SV), opams (NSV) — ezamw (SV), etc.

With the help of imperfect verbs, an action that is unlimited in time, prolonged,
incomplete, repetitive, does not reach a certain result or limit, which took place in
the past, is happening now or will happen in the future.

With the help of perfect verbs, an action limited in time, reaching a certain
limit, having a certain result, which has already happened or will happen in the
future, is expressed.

THE USE OF IMPERFECT VERBS (NSV)

Imperfect verbs (NSV) are used in the present, past and future tense and
have the meaning of fact, process, simultaneity, duration or repetition of
action:
