Morphologic characteristics of mucous membrane of small intestine in purulent 
peritonitis against the background administration of ozonized perfluorane

In 2 sets of experiments on white rats the morphological reorganization of  
the mucous membrane of small intestine in purulent inflammation of the peritoneum 
against the background intraperitoneal administration of: 1) ozonized perfluorane;  
2) ozonized physiological solution was studied. It was established that the application 
of ozonized perfluorane in peritonitis is more effective, because contributes not only to 
minimize the destructive changes of the mucous membrane of the small intestine, but 
also provides effective sanitation.
